1. Meeting in Berlin
· At the workshop “GreenTec – Focussing Water Treatment” in frame of the Hannover Fair 2012 it was discussed to establish a special “Water Management Network” consisting of scientists from Belarus, Ukraine, Russia and Germany. This new network applied for funding in frame of a tender of the International Bureau of the Federal Ministry of Education and Research. The proposal was not approved, but the German main partners in the network (University of Kassel – East-West-Science Center and the Westfälische Hochschule Gelsenkrichen / DGMT) agreed to maintain the network and not to lose the new connections. For the continuation of the network it is necessary to raise funds and therefore collect proposal ideas.

· The Fair “Berlin Water International” was chosen as event to establish further contacts

· Optional attendance in the public German-Russian conference of the Ost-Ausschuss der Deutschen Wirtschaft

2. Report on the proposal last year

· The proposal was handed in a special tender of the IB/BMBF

· The application was dismissed

· Cause: The proposal was well written and structured but its focus was concentrated on the establishment of the network and therefore calculated funding for this matter. But the sponsor (IB/BMBF) was looking for joint research project development.
3. Structure for a new proposal / Brainstorming project ideas
Mining Water:

· Parallel to the network application in Germany – the participants from Belarus, Ukraine and Russia established a special network on “mining water” and applied for funding – which was approved. Further information on this network will be provided by Prof. Nikonenko (Kuban State University, Krasnodar).
· It might be an opportunity for German partners to join this network and apply for funding regarding their financial parts. 
With the already granted funding of the existing network additional funding for the German partners might be easier to acquire.
Industrial Waste Waters:

· Focus on Metal / Steel

· Combination of knowledge – therefore all partners have to provide their expertise. Most of the participants have already prepared respective presentations (some were presented during the meeting) which will be posted as a basis information on the new website (as a sub-website of the German-Russian Cooperation Network Biotechnology) – launched in the middle of May.
· In frame of brainstorming for a potential joint project the participants presented their expertise with short presentations of their institute / field of research
· Collection of problems / topics – this will be initiated within the network to narrow down the work frame of the new project application (via e-mail distributor or website) – OWWZ will coordinate the information flow
· Workshop organization on this established topic to prepare application for funding
4. Participation in the Membrane Conference in Vladimir

· The members of the network agreed on the networks´ participation in this conference. (see additional paper)
5. Letter of intent / Agreement

· Prof. Kapustin (Marinopol) proposed that all members of the network sign a joined Letter of Intent on future cooperation especially focussing on the optional teaching of young scientists. He will provide the basic information for this agreement and OWWZ will produce a draft. This draft will be sent to all members for corrections and modification and afterwards for signature.
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
